Other reasons include the quick
recovery bUime, which is uwsually 48
hoars, and lew risk of infection fol-
lewing the proceduare, “Chur post-oper-
ative infection rale is so minimal that
the patients don't even reguine
nntibictics, unleas they have othor
underlying infections .. Anylime Yo
don't hive Lo Five semmeone a drag. its
m pood thing,” snid Berman. Patienis
are usually able to get right up from
the operating table and walk home or

The procedure not only savnes
patients time, ot alse saves them
moncy. Laser surgery is 50-60 percent
less in expense than conventional vein
siripping since averything 18 done iR

Hag and his staff have performed
ower 1060 laser closure procedures at
the cemuer over the past three years,
with n successful vein closure rate of
#.5 percent, “Only 4 or 5 of the

physician aesistants.
